· Academic Excellence Scholarships-deadline is March 1st. Qualified students must have a minimum high school GPA of 3.0 and a minimum ACT composite score of  22 or SAT score of 1020 (reading and math scores only).  Scholarships cover 50% of out-of-state tuition.  More information can be found at www.etsu.edu/scholarships. 
· Regional Scholarships-deadline is March 1st.  Qualifications are the same as the Academic Excellence Scholarship.  Eligible students must reside in one of the following counties in Virginia: Bland, Buchanan, Dickenson, Russell, Smyth, Tazewell, Wise, and Wythe (Grayson County has recently been added as a border county and deleted from the regional scholarship listing).  Scholarships cover 60% of out-of-state tuition and fees.
